Part 2:  Terms and Conditions
i. Applications will be considered from Chance to shine schools, with priority being given where active links are established between schools and Chance to shine clubs.

ii. All schools should make best endeavours to link into their local County Football Association so that best use can be made of the football markings and pupils can be signposted to activity where appropriate.  Contact details for County FAs can be provided on request.

iii. Schools are responsible for payment of the VAT.  The Cricket Foundation will pay the net amount of £1000 and schools will settle the VAT.
iv. Consideration will not be given to an application where installation work has been undertaken prior to application.

v. Schools must await formal (as opposed to provisional) approval before allowing work to be undertaken and have signed a 2009 Schools MOU
vi. Schools must use the services of the contractor (ESP Ltd) nominated by the Cricket Foundation, who conform to the ECB Playground Markings pitch specification.

vii. Successful applicants must undertake to maintain Playground Marking surfaces as per the supplier’s specification and make good settlement of any damage as necessary.

viii. In the event of a school closing within five years of the grant aid payment, the Cricket Foundation must be informed immediately and reserves the right to re-claim a portion of the award.

ix. The land on which Playground Markings are laid must be secured through ownership or lease for a minimum of ten years.  Alternatively the school should provide a letter from the Local Authority to say that they are happy for the markings to be laid down.

x. Projects must be completed within six months of the date after which formal approval is given.  Failure to do so may result in the offer being withdrawn.

xi. Playground Markings package will be provided as specified by the Cricket Foundation and Football Foundation, any additional markings agreed by the school with the contractor must be met by the school. 

xii. In order to publicise the PGM award, the Cricket Foundation will be in touch with the club/school, in order to maximise PR opportunities with local press/media.

xiii. If the school is removed from the C2s scheme after approval but before installation the Cricket Foundation has the right to cancel the application and no PGMs will be installed.
