6. Our support should be mentioned in appropriate terms in publications, websites, events and other publicity relating to your project – copies should be supplied on request. 

7. A grant evaluation and feedback form must be returned to the Head of Foundation on the use of your grant within six months of the end of the project or when the money has been spent.  Please use the Grant Evaluation Form that was sent out with the grant offer letter.
