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Umpiring Level 1 Course Content

Suggested course length:
Up to 10 hours

Assessment:
Oral examination using images / video clips

The objective of this course is to teach the rudiments of the Laws of cricket which will help people of all abilities to have the confidence to be able to stand as an umpire in a cricket match. There is no prerequisite knowledge needed although any that is held will determine the pace at which the tutor will be able to move through the course content.

It is important that the tutors do not become too engrossed in any one of the laws identified below and strike a balance in favour of what is most likely to occur on the field of play and has to be dealt with confidently. It is not expected that any one law will be covered in the depth that will be needed for higher levels although the health and safety aspects must be fully appreciated by all of the candidates.

Examination

The candidates are to be examined by members of their local association by an oral examination. The assessors will be supplied with a series of photographs and / or video clips of cricket action and will hold a discussion with each of the candidates.

The purpose of the examination is for the assessor to satisfy themselves that each candidate would be able to cope confidently with the most important and common incidents that are likely to arise in a cricket match as covered in the course. It would be possible for there to be several people assessing at the same time if the numbers of people taking the examination warrant it. 

The course leader should confirm the names of all assessors to be used for the assessments and details of the areas to be discussed will be provided for each along with the criteria that will need to be satisfied.
